DV vs.HDV setup in Final Cut Pro

For both DV and HDV setups, only sequences created after you change your settings will use the new settings.

1. Turn on the DV Cam deck.

2. Start Final Cut Pro.

3. In Final Cut Pro, go to the Final Cut Pro menu and choose Easy Setup.

4. In the Easy Setup window, click on the Use: pop-up menu and choose DV-NTSC.
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Use this Easy Setup when working with DV NTSC source material and using FireWire
for inputfoutput of audio and video with Device Control set to FireWire.

Sequence Preset: DV NTSC 4B kHz

Capture Preset: DW MTSC 48 kHz

Device Control Preset: FireWire NTSC

Playback Output Video: Apple FireWire NTSC (720 = 480)
Playback Output Audio: FireWire DV

Edit to Tape/PTY Output Video: 5ame as Flayback

Edit to Tape/PTV Output Audio: Same as Playback

5. Click the Setup button.
6. Save your project and restart Final Cut Pro.

HDV Setup

1. Turn off the DV Cam deck it is on.

2. Connect your HDV camera to the computer with a Firewire 4-pin to 6-pin cable.

3. Turn the camera on in the VCR/Play mode.

4. Start Final Cut Pro.

5. In Final Cut Pro, go to the Final Cut Pro menu and choose Easy Setup.

6. In the Easy Setup window, click on the Use: pop-up menu and choose HDV-1080i60.
